For those of you who use cell phones, this infor-

mation may be of interest if you have GPS 

(Global Positioning Service) capability on your 

cell phone. If your cell phone is set to '911 

only'  the internal GPS can only be accessed 

when the phone dials 911. But with the 

‗Location‘ option on all the time, the phone can 

be tracked by your phone service provider even 

if your phone is not on a call. It‘s the same tech-

nology that your service provider is using for the 

―Family Locator‖ option which allows you to 

track phones on your account, e.g., your chil-

dren.  

 

Using the GPS inside your phone, you can even 

set up notifications with it. If you want to know 

when your youngster gets home you set up the 

GPS location ‗HOME‘ in the program, and 

when the youngster‘s cell phone reaches that lo-

cation, it will text message to your phone, 

―Timmy has arrived at HOME.‖  Really pretty 

cool! 

 

To accomplish this, look under ‗Settings‘ or ‗Set 

up tool‘ (on some phones it's under ‗Set Up‘), 

then go to ‗Location.‘ Once you turn this on, 

your phone is traceable. Select ‗Location On‘ 

instead of ‗911 Only.‘ To stay safe, everyone 

needs to check his/her phone and turn on this 

option!!!  

I checked to see if the GPS option was on my 

Sprint cell phone, a Palm Treo 700p, and could 

not find the program. The ―Help‖ said ‗Location‘ 

only works with 911; perhaps that will change in 

the future. Check out your phone. 

 

Revisiting Digital TV: With the change to digital 

TV, Verizon is giving out a free box to FiOS 

subscribers that converts their TV signal from 

digital to analog. Verizon will be making the 

change to digital in September 2008 instead of 

waiting until February 2009 when all the stations 

must change  to digital. If you are a subscriber to 

FiOS for your TV be sure to call Verizon soon to 

order the free converter box, if you need it. The 

number is 1-888 GO DIGITAL (1-888-463-

444825).

Before you decide on Action 1 

or Action 2, you should know 

about LinkScanner which is part 

of AVG Free Anti-Virus 8.x. 

 

If  you install AVG Free Anti-

Virus 8.x into your computer, 

you will by default get a new 

feature called LinkScanner. 

 

LinkScanner adds green stars or 

other symbols to the right of 

each ‗hit‘ when you perform a 

search at a search engine Web 

site such as Google. These sym-

bols tell you whether it is safe 

for you to go the Web site that 

is inside the hyperlink in the hit. 

 

If you go to Google and search 

on the term ‗GSBUG‘ on a 
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computer that does not have AVG 

Free Anti-Virus 8.x in it, you will 

see the following: 

However, if you perform the 

same search on a computer that 

has AVG Free Anti-Virus 8.x in-

stalled, then you will see green 

stars to the right of each ‗hit:‘ 

 

If you place your mouse over a 

green star, an explanation of 

what it means will pop up (see 

graphic below).   

 

Each green star means that it 

is safe for you to navigate to 

the Web page that is in the 

link that is part of the ‗hit.‘ 

 

However, there are enough 

drawbacks from running 

LinkScanner that Liz and I 

recommend that you either 

disable it or not install it in 

the first place. 

 

Our first objection to it is that 

you will not see your search en-

gine's Web page as the designer 

of it designed it. We consider the 

green stars and other symbols 

distracting; it keeps us from  

 

concentrating on the complex 

information that is presented in 

the ‗hits‘ that are generated by a 

search engine search. 

 

The rest of our objections are due 

to the performance slowdown 

that LinkScanner will cause to 

your computer and to the overall 

Internet. 

 

While Grisoft is working on the 

slowdown problems that Link-

Scanner causes to the Internet, it 

has not addressed the problems 

of LinkScanner slowing down 

the computers that it runs in. Liz 

and I discovered that most 

Google search result pages take 

two to four times longer to load 

when LinkScanner is running.

It‘s easy to lose track of time 

when you're playing computer 

games or cruising the Internet. 

As our computers have improved 

we tend to use higher screen 

resolutions to see more detail 

and, unfortunately, that can cause 

eye strain. The solution is not to 

reduce screen resolution but to 

increase the size of the text. 

Windows Vista offers an easy 

way to do this. Click on ‗Start,‘ 

then ‗Control Panel‘ and then 

type ‗adjust font size‘ in the 

search box in the upper right cor-

ner. A menu choice 

‗Personalization‘ will appear and 

right under it you will see 

‗Adjust font size (DPI).‘ Click on 

it and a window called ‗DPI scal-

ing‘ will appear. You'll see three 

choices: ‗Default scale (96 DPI), 

Larger scale (120 DPI), and a 

button that says ‗Customize.‘  

 

The first two choices are pretty 

clear. In the third choice, if you 

click ‗Customize DPI,‘ the 

‗Custom DPI Setting‘ window 

will open. Just follow the instruc-

tion to increase or decrease the 

DPI setting to find the setting 

that works best for you.  

 

One question new Vista users ask 

me is, ―What happened to the 

search command?‖ People who 

have used Windows XP and pre-

vious versions of Windows are 

used to clicking on the ‗Start‘ 

button and then clicking on the 

‗Search‘ label on the right side of 

the menu. 

  

Search is still available but Mi-

crosoft apparently thought it was 

more intuitive for us to click on 

the ‗Windows‘ key plus the ‗F‘ 

key (think ‗Windows find‘ to re-

member this). Look at the upper 

right corner of the window that 

opens for the ‗Search Box‘ and 

enter the word or phrase that you 

are looking for. Notice in the line 

below you have a number of op-

tions to limit your search to ‗All,‘ 

‗E-mail,‘ ‗Document,‘ ‗Picture,‘ 

‗Music,‘ and ‗Other.‘ There is 

also an ‗Advanced‘ selection that 

allows you to select a range of 

file dates, locations, names and 

authors. To close the Search 

Window you have to click on the 

red ‗X‘ in the top right corner. 

 

You might also notice that when 

you Click on ‗Computer‘ (used 

to be ‗My Computer‘) a search 

box appears in the top right cor-

ner of the window. This feature 

is universal and appears when-

ever you open any folder win-

dow. It also appears when you 

click on the ‗Start‘ button (the 

‗search line‘ appears in the menu 

directly above the ‗Start‘ button). 

 

While I'm on the subject of the 

‗Windows‘ key, the combination 

of ‗Windows key plus the ‗L‘ key 

locks your keyboard. Everything 

you are working on becomes hid-

den by the login screen and you 

need to enter your password to 

continue to use your computer. 

This feature may be convenient 

even if you're not trying to hide 

your work from anyone. My 

son's cat seems to be fascinated 

by computer screens and any-

thing blinking or moving on the 

screen. She frequently jumps up 

on the desk next to an unattended 

computer and walks across the 

keyboard to touch the screen 

with a paw or her nose. It‘s cute 

but sometimes I return to find a 

program has been suspended or 

the computer placed in ‗sleep‘ 

mode. For me, ‗Windows Lock‘ 

is protection from pets.

When my kids were young, I 

bought batteries by the bushel. 

All of their toys required some 

batteries. The phrase ―batteries 

not included‖ raised almost as 

much terror as ―some assembly 

required.‖ I still recall going out 

one Xmas morning in search of 

―C‖ size batteries because we 

missed the warning on the box. 

(7-11). One very cool pool toy 

took 16 batteries - in 3 sizes. 

 

In those days, rechargeable bat-

teries were garbage. Most re-

chargeables were nickel-

cadmium and with a memory 

that made them useless after a 

few charges. Shelf life was a 

joke and power output dismal. 

For several years, I bought 

throw away alkaline batteries at 

Costco because they were 

cheaper than those clever bunny 

batteries. Not environmentally 

friendly, but definitely kid toy 

friendly. As the kids grew up, 

their needs for batteries dimin-

ished (actually they now buy 

their own), but my need for bat-

teries is increasing. Wireless 

keyboards, wireless mice, GPS, 

wireless game controllers (the 

Wii-mote takes 4 batteries per 

controller and there are 4  

controllers), iPod external power 

units, camera accessories and on 

and on. I am going through more 

batteries now with my toys than 

I ever did with the kids! Luckily, 

rechargeable battery technology 

has come a long way. 

Sanyo produces the eneloop 

(www.eneloop.info). According 

to their spec sheet, the AA bat-

tery is rated at 1.2 volts and 

2000 mAh. Not bad for a re-

chargeable. (A disposable usu-

ally is 1.5 volts.) There are two 

sizes of eneloop batteries, AA 

and AAA. They also produce C 

and D size cylinders in which 

you insert AA batteries. 

 

From their site: ―eneloop is a 

totally new type of battery 

which satisfies in a unique way 

the needs and expectations of 

the consumers. Consumers 

would like to have a battery: 

Which can be used right after 

the purchase 

Has a high performance 

Has a long shelf life with no 

loss of energy 

Can be used everywhere 

Is cheap in purchase and usage 

Is environmental friendly 

Is easy to use  

 

So far these requirements could 

not be satisfied by a single type 

of battery. 

  

The consumer had the choice 

between disposable batteries or 

rechargeable batteries.  

 

Disposable batteries have sev-

eral advantages:  

They can be used immediately 

They have a long shelf life 

with low loss of energy  

They are rather cheap in pur-

chase  

They are easy to use and no 

charger is required  

 

These advantages of disposable 

batteries, however, had to be 

seen alongside several clear dis-

advantages: 

 

Can be used only once and 

therefore mean substantial 

waste and risk for the environ-

ment.  

Have to be purchased over and 

over again and are therefore 

expensive considering the life-

time of your equipment.  

Are not quite powerful enough 

in certain applications (like 

digital cameras)

Are being offered in many va-

rieties and special application-

specific types, which confuses 

the consumer.  

 

The classical advantages of re-

chargeable batteries are:  

High performance, especially 

if high discharge currents are 

required ( like in digital cam-

eras)  

Cheap in use, because they 

can be recharged many 

times.  

Environmental friendly, be-

cause one rechargeable bat-

tery replaces 1000 disposable 

batteries.  

Good performance at low 

temperatures. 

  

Given these advantages, re-

chargeable batteries also have 

some disadvantages, which made 

consumers reluctant to exchange 

disposable batteries by recharge-

able batteries: 

 After purchase, rechargeable 

batteries have to be charged 

before they can be used.  

Rechargeable batteries lose the 

stored energy rather fast 

The state of charge is hard to 

determine 

Continuous charging or fre-

quent charge (without com-

plete discharge ) can destroy 

the battery 

Proper charging is complicated 

for an average consumer  

The charging takes quite long 

and rapid chargers are expen-

sive 

  

All these negative attributes have 

one root-cause: self discharge.  

 

Self-discharge means that a 

charged battery slowly dis-

charges itself without any equip-

ment consuming any current. 

This is the reason for recharge-

able batteries being sold in dis-

charged state. And this is the 

reason that keeping charged bat-

teries for some time did not 

make any sense. When you 

needed them, the energy was 

gone.  

 

How was the self-discharge re-

duced? (For you techy folks!) 

 

Modern Ni-MH batteries consist 

of two metal stripes (anode and 

cathode), which are separated by 

a non-conductive porous plastic 

foil (separator). These three 

stripes are laid on top of each 

other and are wound to a coil. 

This coil is put in a metal can 

and immersed with a liquid 

(electrolyte). Then the metal can 

is closed with a cap.  

 

The self discharge of Ni-MH 

batteries is caused by three main 

reasons:  

The chemical decomposition 

of the cathode,  

The natural disaggregation of 

the anode,  

Impurities of the anode.  

 

Now, how could the self-

discharge in the eneloop been 

reduced?  

 

The chemical decomposition of 

the cathode has been reduced 

substantially by the use of a new 

superlattice alloy. As an addi-

tional benefit the superlattice 

alloy increases the electrical ca-

pacity of the battery and reduces 

the internal resistance, which 

allows higher discharge currents. 

Another advantage of the re-

duced decomposition of this al-

loy is the fact that less Cobalt is 

needed to stabilize the alloy. The 

anode has been strengthened by 

another new material, which re-

duces the natural disaggregation. 

Additionally the separator and 

the used electrolyte have been 

optimized for low self discharge 

of the eneloop.  

 

They really are good batteries! 

 

I have been using eneloops for 

several months. They work fine. 

I have both a wall charger and 

two battery (AA or AAA) USB 

chargers. Both chargers work 

very well. I like the USB charger 

and I love the fact that they 

come charged and ready to go. 

The kit shown below lists for 

$50.00 but is available at Ama-

zon for $32.00 It comes with 4 

AA, 2 AAA, and 2 spacers each 

for C and D plus a charger. I 

have found even better deals 

with more batteries at Costco!!
